What's Happening In our Class?

Silent Reading 1:00-1:30pm

The new GB students have been practicing the rules of silent
reading. They are: be relaxed and quiet, stay in one spot, read
the whole time, start right away, respect the books and work on
stamina. We also learned the 3 ways to read a book: look at
the pictures, read the words (if you can), and/or retell the
story in your own words. The students also learned how to
choose good fit books. IPICK is the acronym we use. I is for I
choose a book. P is for purpose - why do I want to read it? T is
for interest - does it interest me? Cis for comprehend - am I
understanding what I am reading? K is for know - T know most
of the words in the story. Ask your child how silent reading is
going for them.

We have also been acting out stories that we listen to, the
students all want a part in this activity.
