Work Plans 
We started work plans on Monday! The work-
plan is a tool used by parents and teachers to 
support each child’s learning process.

Many 
times parents are worried about how many jobs 
their child is completing in one day, but we would 
encourage you to focus on discussing with your 
child how challenging the jobs are and not the 
number of jobs they completed.  If there are 
any concerns about a child’s work time we will 
contact you individually.  

Food Allergies & Water Bottles 
We are aware of two children with peanut 
allergies in our class.  Please be extra sensitive 
when bringing snack and, or other celebration 
treats.  Also, we have noticed some children 
have been asking for cups for water.  We cannot 
provide cups for everyone.  Each child needs to 
bring a water bottle to school everyday. The re-
usable kind is the best because they are durable!   

Free Dress Passes 
Free Dress Passes are earned and placed in 
Thursday folders on Thursdays.  They are 
earned by being on-time and in school each day, 
all day, of that week.  If your child is on-time 
and at school Monday through Thursday, on 
Friday of that week they have earned free 
dress!  Please be aware of what your child 
chooses to wear on a free dress Friday.  Just as 
during the week, the clothing should not be a 
distraction to the child or other children.

Gotcha slips are a way for teachers to 
acknowledge students when they are being Safe, 
Respectful and Responsible.
