Reading : 30 minutes/day  
Continued reading is important in order to 
maintain the skills you have.  If you choose to 
challenge yourself, you can improve your abilities.

Rosetta Stone and Kto8 Technology Lessons  
It is very heartening that some students have 
completed quite a few lessons in the Rosetta 
Stone program and are ahead of the completion 
schedule.
