The CMP-Shingle Springs campus was originally on a five-acre parcel which was leased from 2001-2005 and then purchased by 
CMP in 2005.  CMP-Shingle Springs was awarded Charter School Facilities Funds under Proposition 55 and in 2014, the school 
purchased an additional ten-acre contiguous parcel. The combined campus is now configured with 18 classrooms, each uniquely 
designed to serve the needs of students in Kindergarten through 8th grade. The teachers are experts in the preparation of their 
classroom environments, designing their classrooms for small and whole group lessons, displaying the many Montessori 
materials in a way that entices the children to use them, and rotating materials to provide deep learning experiences in 
thematic units of study. Through guided lessons, students learn to care for each and every component of their classroom 
environment. 

We also have a beautiful new gymnasium, two libraries, a special education resource room, a room for before- and after-school
